This
will be a phonics activity based on our
learning that week and either an English
or Maths activity as well.

Children will also be
sent home with a worksheet based on
their reading books to develop children
comprehension and understanding.

Children can choose from 4 different
menu options each day. We discuss the
different options with the children each
morning so they can pick what they
would like for lunch. It is a 3 weekly
rotating menu, so please make sure you
are looking at the correct week. Dates
are located at the top of each week.
